RECOGNIZING A STROKE

Sometimes symptoms of a stroke are difficult to identify. Unfortunately, the lack of awareness spells disaster.
The stroke victim may suffer severe brain damage when people nearby fail to recognize the symptoms of a
stroke. Now doctors say a bystander can recognize a stroke by asking three simple questions:

S * Ask the individual to SMILE.

T * Ask the person to TALK to SPEAK A SIMPLE SENTENCE (Coherently) (i.e. It
is sunny out today)

R * Ask him or her to RAISE BOTH ARMS.

NOTE: Another 'sign' of a stroke is this: Ask the person to 'stick' out
their tongue. If the tongue goes to one side of the mouth or the other
then that is also an indication of a stroke. If he or she has trouble with
ANY ONE of these tasks, call 999 immediately and describe the
symptoms to the dispatcher.

History - The Organ

Wesley’s organ is now over 100 years old and was built in Walsall in 1906.
It was built by Nicholson & Lord of Walsall. In 1869 Nicholson & Son had a &
works off Ablewell Street. The works had been moved to the corner of
Bradford and Newport Streets by 1872. In 1874 the firm became
Nicholson & Lord, and c. 1877 it moved its works to Vicarage Place. This is
where our organ was built. About 1922 it became Nicholson & Lord
(Walsall) Ltd. It merged with W. Hawkins & Son, another Walsall
organ-building concern, in the late 1920s, but the firms soon parted again.
Nicholson & Lord, by then in decline, ceased to build organs c. 1932 and
thereafter only repaired. It gave up its factory some time during the e ;
second World War and ceased trading in the late 1940s. At its height it had WESLEY. WEST BROMWICH.
exported organs to Ireland, France, Russia, Argentina, Australia, and New O 0 e Dedicat 3
New Zealand; about 1914 its factory was the largest organ-building works GER viieg b Dedication,
in the Midlands and the firm made all the components for its instruments.

The organ was ‘opened’ with a ceremony on Wednesday 11™ July 1906 in \ . — s
the old Wesley. The ceremony was fittingly coupled with a grand organ GRAND ORGAN RECITAL,
recital by H.C. Tonking Esq. who was an organist from the Royal Albert Hall. By H. C. TONKING, B, st

The ceremony was opened at 19:15 with the hymn, All people on earth do T oo o
dwell’ followed by a dedicatory prayer by Rev. Wansbrough. The organ was
then officially opened by the organist at the time, Mrs E.C. Downing. During the service an oftertory was
taken on behalf of the organ fund. Dr. Andrew Carnegie kindly promised to contribute half of £920, the cost of
the organ when the other half had been subscribed. The recital continued with pieces such as, ‘Overture
‘Light Cavalry’ by F. de Suppe, ‘Prelude and Fugue’ in A Minor by ].S Bach and ‘Fantasia on a Welsh March’ by
W.T Best. The service concluded with the Hymn ‘Day is Dying in the West’ and the benediction. I have copies
of the order of service and organ specification in hard copy and digital format so if anybody would like a copy
please let me know. Thanks to Iris for the copy of the original.
